The two scanners are compact in design and differ only from the Windows models in their sleek black design and integrated software. BizCard that converts and manages business contact details.  
The DR-2010M and DR-2510M will also be supplied with Windows ISIS and TWAIN drivers and a Windows version of CaptureOnTouch so they can also easily be used on Windows operating systems, adding further versatility to these models.
